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Recap

•Law of Non-Contradiction

–A is not non –A

–No two contradictory statements can both be 

true at the same time and in the same sense
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Agnosticism
A contradiction in terms!

•“One does not know if God exists”.

•“The wise man will always suspend 

judgement about matters of ultimate 

reality”.
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Critique

•An agnostic knows for sure that no one 

can be sure of God!

–A breach of the law of non-contradiction

–This is like saying there are no true 

statements!

–How do you “know”?
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Critique

•Romans 1:18-22 makes it clear that we 

can know that God exists.

•Agnosticism is not a neutral option, but a 

definite denial of the existence of God.
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The Appeal to Emotion

•The use of language to excite enthusiasm, 

excitement, anger or hate.

•A substitute for clear evidence and rational 

argument [Introduction to Logic, Copi and 

Cohen]
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Examples

•“Anti-smacking” bill

–All smacking or striking is violence

•“Homophobia”
